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Georgian grad wins Premier’s Award

Stephen Flowers, Georgian alumnus and president of UPS
Americas, is the winner of a prestigious 2005 Premier’s
Award for his contributions to the business sector.

Launched in 1992 to mark the 25th anniversary of
Ontario’s colleges, the annual Premier’s Awards for Gradu-
ates of Ontario Colleges of Applied Arts and Technology
honour the important social and economic contributions
that college graduates make to the province by presenting
awards in six categories.

A 1983 graduate of Georgian in Business Administration,
Flowers worked part-time as a truck loader at the Barrie
office of United Parcel Services (UPS) to help pay for his
college education. Twenty-two
years later at the young age of 43, [l
Flowers is the first non-American
ever appointed as an International
President in the 97-year history of
UPS - the world’s largest trans-
porter of goods.

Based in Miami, Florida, Flowers
is President of UPS Americas
region with responsibility for all
package and cargo operations in
Canada and more than 50 other
countries and territories, including
Latin America and the
Caribbean. His division comprises more than 10,000 em-
ployees situated in more than 1,300 shipping centres, drop-
off boxes, retail stores and authorized shipping outlets.

Flowers has received numerous corporate awards for his
business management and leadership, including “Best
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Stephen Flowers - Premier’s Award winner

International Operation,” as a result of significant busi-
ness growth under his watch in the Canadian, Latin
American and Western European markets.

Flowers credits Georgian’s Business Administration
program for providing him with a solid foundation in his
career as a Canadian who has enjoyed unprecedented
success with one of the world’s leading multi-national
corporations. Despite a very busy and demanding
schedule, Flowers has been actively involved in local and
national charity and volunteer work, particularly with the
United Way in Canada and the United States.

Job opportunities for youth

Job searching or finding new employees has never been
easier.

The Job Opportunities for Youth program, delivered by
Georgian College in Orangeville, has been bridging the gap
between youth and employers in Dufferin County for more
than four years. Now the program is launching its new
website, which will allow local businesses and job seekers
to access the services 24 hours a day.

Youth can access job leads and referrals to employers,
one-on-one job search assistance, self-marketing tools and
information on the IMPRESS Customer Service
Certification. Qualified employment consultants are
available to provide support and guide youth throughout
their job search, from the initial meeting to employment.

Employers have access to hiring incentives to offset the
cost of training and orientation. Through funding from the
federal government, employers may be eligible for a wage
subsidy to assist with orientation and training
costs. Employers can receive a subsidy of up to 60 per
cent of the employees’ wages for 26 weeks, plus a subsidy
of 30 per cent for an additional 18 weeks. This cost saving
initiative will be beneficial for training of new employees
and will give youth a competitive edge against other
employees.

Memo from Brandon Lander

Earlier this year, the College was able to present a close
to balanced budget to the Board of Governors for the first
time in a number of years.

We are making good progress on this financial plan for
2005/2006 and have been able to stay very close to this
targeted year-end figure. | want to thank all staff for
getting us to this point - it has not been easy. | also look
forward to your ongoing support in improving our
financial position in the months ahead.

Unfortunately, the College has not yet received all of the
information about its provincial funding for this year. With
this uncertainty, the College wants to reduce its chances
of ending the year with a deficit. Senior management is
implementing a plan to improve the College’s chance of
ending the year without a deficit. One of these actions is a
purchase order cut-off.

The objective of this action is to provide the College
with an earlier and more accurate projection of the
expected expenditures prior to year end. This initiative
provides two additional benefits for Georgian. Firstly, it
will ensure that purchases made this fiscal year are not
inadvertently expensed against next fiscal year’s budget,
as they would be if the goods were to be received on or
after April 1, 2006. Secondly, a period of reduced
purchasing activity just prior to year-end is beneficial, as it
allows Purchasing and Accounting to organize the closing
of the fiscal year in a more orderly manner.

Effective Dec. 9, 2005, requisitions will no longer be
accepted for processing by the Purchasing Department for
goods to be received and invoiced prior to March 31,
2006. Any exceptions to this will need the approval of the
vice president of your division. | would ask for your
restraint in creating a large number of exceptions to this
cut-off. Exceptions should only include any supplies
essential to the proper delivery of programs and services
to students. It should be noted that, even with the
appropriate vice presidential approval, requests for
furniture and equipment as well as computers will not be
accepted after Feb. 28, 2006 to ensure delivery by March
31, 2006. Long-term computer leases are exempted from
this rule.

Requisitions to be considered as exceptions to the cut-
off will need to be forwarded to your vice president for
approval and he/ she should be notified via e-mail or
telephone that you have done so.

I would also ask you to continue to exercise good
judgment in other areas of expenditure including such
accounts as travel, long distance phone calls/faxes, office
supplies, temporary staff, etc. Please remember that any
goods or services received after March 31, 2006 must be
charged to your 2006/2007 budget.
