 Strongly recommended, and will be used in selection: Grade 12 English ( C ) or ( U ) (ENG4C, ENG4U) 
 Also recommended: Grade 11 College Biology (SBI3C) 
 Clinical Placement Requirements 
 Completion of college immunization record. 
 Current certification in Standard First Aid and CPR: Basic Rescuer - Level C 
 Employers who provide clinical placements may require a criminal record check for criminal offences. An 

unpardoned criminal record may result in inability to participate in clinical courses and prevent the student from 
graduating. 

 
Applicants who are 19 years of age or over by the first day of classes, and who lack the academic admission 
qualifications, may be considered for entrance as mature students. Each applicant will be considered on an individual 
basis and acceptance will be determined by counselling, Communication Placement Assessment (CPA), previous post-
secondary education and evaluation of experience. Some programs also have specific prerequisite requirements that 
must be met prior to admission. Mature applicants must meet all program specific prerequisites. Those applying as 
mature students and having no documentation of Grade 12 education must supply, if requested, proof of age, such as a 
copy of an official birth certificate or driver's licence.

To graduate from this program, the passing weighted average for promotion through each semester, from year to year 
and to graduate is 60%.
